Dear Parents, would you like to become a Parent Governor at Moss Park Junior School?
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The Governing Body of Moss Park Junior School currently has a vacancy for a Parent Governor to serve for a period of up to 4 years. Joining the Governing Body as a Parent Governor offers you the opportunity to make a real contribution to the life and work of your child’s school.

Governors play a key role in the leadership of the school and raising of standards including the appointment of key staff, overseeing the budget and monitoring progress in the curriculum.  Being a governor can be very rewarding and will provide you with the opportunity to work as part of a team and gain new skills. Don’t worry if you have no experience as full training and support is available from our provider – face-to-face and online to study at your leisure - and your colleagues on the Governing Body.

At Moss Park Junior School the Governing Body meets each term (four meetings over the year) on Mondays at 6pm and finish at around approximately 7.30 pm. You would also choose which smaller subcommittee you would like to be on to explore the school’s work in more detail. The sub committees meet three times a year on Fridays – either 9.30 am (Resources and Premises committee) or 4.00 pm (Curriculum, Standards and Pupil Welfare committee). 

I am inviting you to consider standing in the election to become a parent governor.  Before completing the attached nomination form, please read the declaration of eligibility:
· A person nominated must be a parent/carer of a pupil registered at the school
· A person nominated must sign the form to show that he/she is willing to be a governor
· A parent/carer cannot stand for election if they work at the school for more than 500 hours in a twelve month period or if they are an elected member of the local authority

· A person nominated should complete the enclosed declaration of eligibility form and sign to say that they are not disqualified from being a governor
· Every eligible parent is  entitled to vote in a ballot process
· The term of office for a parent governor shall be 4 Years

· All nominations must be returned to the school by 4.00 p.m. on Monday 6th December 2021 

Following receipt of all nominations by the stated closing date and time, if there is only one nomination, that parent will be duly elected.  If however there are more than one nomination, a secret ballot will then be held. Parents at the school will be asked to vote for the Parent Governor. Therefore, all nominees are asked to provide a personal statement about themselves to assist with the voting process. 

All newly elected and re-elected governors must complete a declaration of eligibility form to certify that they are not disqualified from being a governor. To ensure from the outset that candidates are eligible, the person nominated is asked to read and sign a pre-appointment declaration of eligibility form.
